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My name is Jeffrey Yang. | am 13 years old, and | am an 8
grader at Westview Hills in Willowbrook. My story begins on May
12, 2008, when | came home from school, and | flipped on the
news. When | saw the headlines, | was devastated. It clearly
stated that a severe earthquake, which registered a 7.9 on the
Richter Scale, destroyed a large, heavily-populated region in the
Sichuan province of China. Even worse, there were children
there, my age and even younger, being buried under schools
that collapsed from the seismic waves. | felt that there was a
need for action. The next day | went to the asisstant principal of
my school, Denise Nero, and | managed to rally my school,
Westview Hills, to raise money in aid for those schools. In the
beginning, | expected my school to raise about $500 because my
school is a relatively small school, which consists of only about
400-450 kids, but in the end, in the period of only one week, |
was pleasantly surprised to learn that my school had raised a
total of $878.50! | have been hoping that the money will be
channelled directly into a stricken school in order for it to be fully
rebuilt and hopefully more earthquake-resistant.

OnJune 1, | wentto a
fundraiser in Chinatown
hosted by the Sichuan
Earthquake Relief Fund
Committee, and turned over
all the money to them. |
learned that the money will
be used for building a new
school in the most affected
area. Even Linda Yu, the
channel 7 anchorwoman,

and the channel 32 anchorman were there! The Deputy Chief of Staff,
Office of the Mayor of Chicago, Gene Lee, was also there. | was invited
to give an impromptu speech on stage, and afterward | donated all of
the money. Everybody was proud of me. Many reporters also
interviewed me and some cameramen snapped some pictures of me. |
am very happy that | can help the people in desperate need in the
earthquake-stricken areas of China. | feel that by sharing my story with
you and the community, it may inspire more people to contribute to the
relief efforts for helping out the affected people there. The pictures
attached are from the Chinatown fundraiser. It includes pictures of me
placing the money into a donation box and a part of my speech. The
pictures also include important people, such as Mr. Gene Lee, the
Deputy Chief of Staff under the mayor of the city of Chicago. | was also
in the group picture. It included most of the members of the Sichuan
Earthquake Relief Fund. Unfortunately, | didn't receive a picture with
Linda Yu, the anchorwoman of the Channel 7 News, but she was there.
